COUNTY COMMISSION WORKSHOP AND PUBLIC HEARINGS

Redistricting is a process that is required by the 
Broward County Charter to be completed no later than 
December 31 of the year that the decennial census is 
published. The 2011 redistricting effort will be based 
on 2010 Census data and incorporate fair districting 
standards adopted by federal congressional and state 
legislative bodies.

Redistricting balances the population of Broward 
County’s nine districts and ensures equal representation 
on the County Commission. The public is encouraged to 
participate by attending informative workshops or public 
hearings, and submitting maps.
